The tranquil setting continues to the
hotel’s rooms - starting from 48 square metres —
and 136 serviced apartments that are located
from levels 9 to 38 of the building and offer
far-reaching views of the sprawling Yiwu
landscape. Each room is dressed in natural
colours and adorned with the Chinese Rose - the
flower of Yiwu — which can be found engraved on
wood, in a painting and embossed on panels to
